We started Wednesday Flying but have not had very cooperative weather, mostly 
high winds.

If the tow pilot checks the schedule Tuesday evening 
and there are no tow reservations, then they probably will not come to the field on 
Wednesday.  Also, there is no ground crew, so you may have to make your own 
arrangements for a wing runner. 
 
We’re starting to do more detailed planning for the Soaring Safari to Moriarty,NM, at 
the end of May, first week in June. We’ll be leaving around Memorial Day (30 May) 
and plan on staying thru the following Friday.  If you’d like to attend, let John Scott 
know.

Progress continues on the Turf Runway.  We did get a response from the FAA, “No 
Objections with provisions”.  They requested some minor wording changes to our Ops 
Procedures.  These have been made.  We’re hoping to get approval soon.  We will then 
need to actively work with the MLAA BoD to do the improvements to allow aero tow.  
The MLAA BoD did extended our operations at our current location thru the end of 
Dev, 2011, to allow us to get approval and do the needed improvements. 
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In a related topic, the MLAA is putting in an access gate on Falcon Highway to allow 
access to the west side of the airport.  This should be complete by early summer. We 
will then change our entry to this access gate and stop using the easement behind 
the Johnston Hanger. 
 

From Matt Neal: 
 

After looking at the photo on the cover of this issue, I asked Matt about the slope of 
the runway.  His reply: 
 

Downhill or uphill, depending on how you look at it. We almost never have a strong enough tailwind to 
warrant landing downhill though. Takeoffs go from either end. This picture was after my 4hr first test-flight. 
All the gizmos worked and it handled nicely.  

 

Here are 2 pictures from in flight (note the new panel from last newsletter’s cover) 
and some more comments on flying the ASW-17: 
 

         
 

 
I did two 10-minute flights in the -17 on Sunday. There was a strong wind and the thermals were broken 
up, so I couldn’t stay up very long from our 1000' winch launches. I was surprised how much it floats 
when the flaps are down after the flare, especially since it weighs 435Kg empty. In thermalling I was 
consistently able to out-climb our Ka-7 too. I put in one notch of flap and sit there at 90KmH; its very 
stable and all I have to do is hold in a bit of opposite aileron.  
 
The only surprise I had was on the takeoff, when the plane pitches up about 45 degrees right as it 
reaches flying speed, even with full forward stick until it's out of ground effect. I guess it's a combination of 
me flying right at aft CG and having pretty long wings. After a few seconds the elevator becomes more 
effective and I can bring the nose down to about 25 degrees until treetop level where I can pitch up for the 
rest of the climb.
